Q: Lt. Fiore, I noticed the uniforms you're wearing. Do | have to buy them?

A: Yes, but no. You don’t necessarily have to by tiniforms, but sometimes it's easier
to do so for sizing reasons. Your squadron’s supffiger probably has a lot of uniforms

in stock for you to try on, if not see your fligktaff about going to Wing HQ for

uniforms. Each cadet is required to have an AircEadress blue uniform, with short
sleeve light blue shirt, navy blue trousers ortsigivomen only), flight cap with cadet

insignia, and black shoes. CAP Cadets and Senanibérs also wear the “Battle Dress
Uniform” otherwise known as a BDU. We will discussiform maintenance later in the
guide.



Q: So, what am | supposed to wear until | get my uform?

A: A white, collared, button-down shirt that is keal into black trousers with black dress
shoes (Fig 1.1). This is called the “Alternativeitdrm.” You should wear this until you
get your uniform, or if your uniform isn’t with theegulations as listed in CAPM 39-1.

Q: Lt. Fiore, my hat looks really lumpy and very urprofessional, what can | do to make it
look like yours?

A: First things first, your ‘hat’ is called a coveknd to get your cover to look as good as mine or
other cadets in the squadron, you can roll up arbédand put your cover on it (Fig. 1.3). Some
cadets use starch when they put their cover obéleoll to prolong the firmness of the cover
and to help it keep its shape. You can buy a bEeftorh any camping or military surplus store.
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Q: Lt. Fiore, how do | use these boot blousers?
A: The instructions below may be able to help yibuot, you can talk to your flight staff, and they
will be glad to help you.
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Q: Lt. Fiore, do I iron this the same way as | ironmy BDUs?

A: Sort of, you still have to iron down the colkand put all of the same seams on this
uniform, but the heat setting may be different, god should use less starch on this
uniform.

Q: Lt. Fiore, | don’t have patent leather dress shes, is the polishing for my Oxfords
any different than my boots?

A: There is no difference. However, if you havegmteather dress shoes, you can use a
soft cloth dipped in vinegar to shine your shoes.

Q: Where does my Cap Device go on my Flight Cap?
A: It goes an inch and a half in from the front edigalfway up from the bottom. (Refer
to Fig. 1.6)
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
